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Mobberley Rose Queen Festival 1 why we need your continued financial help

Each year we stage the Rose Queen Festival we are faced with something of a
balancing act between keeping the costs to the public as low as possible while making
sure we have enough funds available to stage the Festival the following year. The
annual cost of running the event is currently just over £4,000, which broadly breaks
down as follows:

Publishing costs (programmes, raffle tickets) and publicity £1,000; procession costs
£1,500; annual insurance £500; services and field costs £500; prizes £250; miscellane-
ous costs £250.

On top of the annual costs, every two or three years (on average), we also have to
make a big additional investment as things like costumes, tents, stage, dancing equip-
ment, etc. wear out or need replacing.

Through our fundraising efforts and donations before the day and the continued fantas-
tic support on the day from all the families and friends of Mobberley, we continue to
operate successfully and we are very thankful to everyone who contributes. However,
please spare us a thought when we knock on your door to ask for tombola prizes, or to
sell you raffle tickets, or when we ask for the admission fee on the day. Every pound
raised is really important to allow us to cover our costs and to keep this great event
thriving and vibrant. Once again, many thanks for your continued support!

We continue the Advent theme at our Christingle Service on Sunday, 14 December

at 10am when we reflect on Jesus the Light who has come, and who will come, into the
world. We present each child with a Christingle, an orange adorned with a candle, a red
ribbon and sweets. If you want to know what they mean, you will have to come along to
find out.

On Sunday, 21 December we shall be holding our Sunday Club Nativity Service at
10am, when the children present to us their own unique take on the Christmas story
while in the evening we shall be holding our traditional service of Nine Lessons and
Carols at 6.30pm, followed by mince pies and mulled wine.

On Christmas Eve we shall be holding our ever-popular Family Crib Service. This has
proved very popular, so popular we are often badly overcrowded so this year we shall

be holding two Crib Services, one at 2.00pm and one at 4.00pm. At this simple re-
telling of the Christmas story, the children put together our Christmas Crib and we smell

the tantalising fragrance of frankincense and myrrh. In the evening we shall celebrate
Midnight Mass beginning at 11.30pm. In contrast to the Crib Service, this is a very tra-
ditional but no less beautiful service, conducted according to the Book of Common
Prayer and with readings from the King James Bible.
