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Do Mobberley residents realise that on average
4,500 vehicles per day pass through the village
on the main road between Knutsford and
Wilmslow, in each direction (over 9,000 per
day)? This is in addition to the increasing use of
our many country lanes as @at runséfor commuter traffic.

Last summer Cheshire East Council ( GECO undertook detailed dadar countséover a
seven day period to find out how bad the situation was. The Average speed of
vehicles using the main roads, Town Lane and Hall Lane, was i 4ntpho !(within the
30-mph zone on Town Lane alone). In fact, more vehicles were travelling over
50mph than those travelling less than 30mph. Motorists driving through the village
clearly have little or NO regard for pedestrians, our children or other motorists.

CEC, funded two additional interactive speed indicators ( SID&0 )which have had
some effect in slowing down cars, vans and HGV&, however the overall number of
vehicles speeding continues to increase! Over the past 3 months our small
community speedwatch team of volunteers have been out on d@uty6 during the
morning and evening peak periods. Vehicles recorded, exceeding 36mph, on
average were between 30 and 40 vehicles in any hour! The majority were travelling
between 38mph and 48mph. All vehicle data, speed, registration numbers, vehicle
make and colour etc is recorded and transmitted to the police co-ordinators who
contact the offenders.

We have some assistance from our local Police Community Support Officers
(PCSO®). It is only the police that can enforce, fine and administer penalty points for
these offences, but hopefully the warning letters motorist receive will have an
impact.

The battle to keep our village safe continues; you will be aware of the recent fatality
on Town Lane following a collision between a motor cyclist and a bus, in addition to a
number of less serious incidents at road junctions and the crossing in the village in
the recent past.

We need more parishioners to help record and report these offenders to Cheshire
Police, through Speedwatch. If you would like to help us protect your village please
come and join our Speedwatch team. We will arrange the half hour training session
with the police when required, which can be undertaken at the Rajar building at a
time to suit you. You can then choose to speedwatch at any time/day which is
convenient to you alongside another team member (equipment and safety gear
provided).

Extended Dual Runway Use

As many of you will know our business is growing; in the last 12 months, we have had
more than 27 million passengers with larger aircraft and more destinations and flights.
For many of us this means that we have an increasing choice of where to fly from
using our local airport. It also means that we need to use both of our runways more
frequently.

Communities asked us to keep the use of both runways at the same time to a
minimum. Since Runway 2 opened we have been able to restrict our opening in the
middle of the day and at the weekends. As our movement numbers have increased
over recent years we will need to change our hours for dual runway use to meet the
needs of our business. At the same time, these changes will allow us to reduce
delays for aircraft on the ground and in the air waiting to land and in turn that will
reduce noise and emissions from these aircraft whilst they are holding.

From summer 2018 we will be extending the times that we have dual runway opening
to be as shown below.
